MESSAGE FROM THE HEATH COMMISSIONER
JOSEPH R. HARRISON,.D., R.S.

The Board of Health held a dayng retreat on February 23, 20
to define the future public health needs of the community. A
year, strategic plan was to be developed, however, the th
abolishment put the development of a strategic plan on hold.

Early in 2005, the Barberton City Council President proposed

abolishing the Health District and the Barberton Board of Health and purchasing public health
services from Summit County. The proposal would have saved the City of Barberton 200,000
$300, 000 per year. The Law Directordés | egal
need to vote to change the Barberton City Charter. A charter amendment was not proposed.
The Board of Health spent a tremendous amount of time and energy opposing this proposal.
Barberton has had a Board of Health since 1908, through the Great Depression and other
difficult financial years without proposing abolishment of the Board of Health.

The Mosquito Control Program was in jeopardy of being eliminated due to budget reductions
from City Council. Six (6) West Nile Virus (WNV) pools have been identified in the Health
District. In order to maintain the Mosquito Control Program and protect residents from WNV,
the Board promoted and created the Barbetorton Mosquito Abatement District (MAD) for
2006. The MAD will have a separate funding source to maintain the Mosquito Control Program.

The Community Health Education Division is a leader in Summit County in tobacco prevention
and cessation programs for youth and adults. It was successful in obtaining a $617,000
countywide grant for clean indoor air promotions. Activities under this grant will take place in
2006.

Pandemic flu preparedness was a major concern of the Board of Health. The threat of avian
(bird) flu spreading to the United States is becoming more apparent. The Health District staff
must be prepared to immunize a large number of people in a short period of time. It has
established a Mass Immunization Clinic Exercise to be held August 12, 2006. A grant
application to the Barberton Community Foundation to help with this community preparedness
effort was submitted. Being able to respond to any massive public health emergency is a priority
for the Board of Health.

The Board of Health and the staff of the Barberton Health District continually strive to protect
the health of the residents of Barberton and Norton.

ORGANIZATION

The Barberton Board of Health is a || ocal ad
Districto. It is created by state | aw and h
health and prevention of disease. Its function is to survey its jurisdiction for the detection and
prevention of disease. It is the controlling body of a separate political subdivision known as the
Barberton City Health District. It is a separate and distinct agency, and it is not part of the
Municipal Government of Barberton.

By Charter, the Board of Health is composed of seven (7) ménfiberé&s) members appointed

by the Mayor and confirmed by City Council and one (1) member of Council and the Mayor,
who are members by virtue of their office. The term for each appointed Board member is five (5)
years and the term for the two (2) political seats is the term of office of the Mayor and
Councilman. The Board sets policy and services to be provided. The Barberton Health District
carries out this policy and provides the preventive health services to the people.

The Barberton Health District consists of a staff employed by the Board of Health. The Health
Districtds function is to prevent di sease, P
programs according to the policy established by the Board of Health and the State of Ohio. The
Health District consists of five (5) major divisions: (1) Administration, 2) Environmental Health,

(3) Nursing, (4) Vital Statistics, and (5) Community Health Education.

The Administration Division consists of the Health Commissioner and an Executive Assistant.
The function of this Division is general administration and coordination of all activities of the
District.

The Environmental Health Division is responsible for prevention and early detection of all
diseases and unhealthy conditions, which may be spread through the environment, such as food,
water and insect vectors.

The Nursing Division is responsible for prevention and early detection of all diseases and
unhealthy conditions which may be spread from peéogmerson (communicable diseases) and
chronic diseases, such as cancer and heart di

The Vital Statistics Division is responsible for maintaining all records of births and deaths that
occur within the jurisdiction. This Division issues certified copies of birth and death certificates
to individuals upon proper requests.

The Community Health Education Division is responsible for improving the health of the
community and supopulations within the community by providing information and
educational programs which will help people make informed decisions about their health and the
publicds health. This Division i1 s very acti:’
such as smoking, alcohol and drug abuse issues.

The Barberton Board of Health, through a contract between the City of Barberton and the City
of Norton, provides a list of public health services to the City of Norton. The two city health
districts have not, yet, merged to form a combined health district, however, such an option is
available in the future.

v RESTAURANT INSPECTION PROGRAMG& RATED TOP NOTCH! & In December,
the Food Service (Restaurant) Inspection Program received a comprehensive audit by the
Ohio Department of Health. The audit results were very favorable with only two minor
criticisms. This represents an outstandin

v HEALTH DISTRICT EMERGENCY READINESS & Two sanitarians successfully
completed a formal forty (40) hour course on hazardous materials training. This Hazardous
Materials Incident Response Operations course helped prepare the Health District to better
respond to the emergency needs of our constituents.

v MOSQUITO CONTROL & The Environmental Health Division of the Health District was
instrumental in helping to form the Mosquito Abatement District (MAD) from securing
signatures for the required petitions to dr
part, responsible for the successful formation of the MAD.

v EXPERIMENTAL HOME SEWAGE DISPOSAL POLICY DEVELOPEM® A formal
policy/procedure was completed and adopted by the Board of Health that regulates the
design, construction and licensing of experimental household sewage treatment systems. Very
few health departments have such a policy. The drafted and adopted policy relies on current
State manuals and technical bulletins as a guide and judges a lot on the merits of the
topography, soil characteristics and other critical environmental factors.
